Malak Mohammed Al-Shorafa, 5 years old, Gaza City.

Malik was severely injured in a bombing that targeted her home during the war, resulting in the loss of her right leg. Her family members were also injured in the incident.

Malik frequently helped her mother with grocery shopping, and her mother relied heavily on her. She was known for her cheerful personality and love of socializing, but she became more withdrawn after her injury, losing some of her usual vitality.

What Malak misses most is her favorite game, the slide, which she can no longer enjoy as much as she once did. However, she dreams of regaining her former self after receiving a prosthetic limb that helps her move freely.

Reaching the Artificial Limbs Center in Gaza was not easy; the road to it was rough and destroyed, making the journey long and tiring. However, after intensive treatment and rehabilitation, Malak is slowly regaining her independence thanks to the prosthetic limb she received at the center, which is supported by the International Committee of the Red Cross.
