Seela Abu Aqleen, 5 years old, Gaza City.

The sole survivor of an Israeli bombing that targeted her family home, resulting in the loss of her entire family. She now lives with her grandmother, who has become her warm embrace and safe haven - She think.

Seela's right leg was amputated above the knee and underwent intensive treatment, followed by rehabilitation at the Artificial Limbs Center in Gaza, supported by the International Committee of the Red Cross, until she received a prosthetic limb that gave her renewed mobility.

Seela was very attached to her kindergarten, which was destroyed by Israeli bombing during the war, and dreams of returning there one day. She also loves drawing, and what she loves most about drawing is the sea and fish, as she used to enjoy going to the Gaza beach with her two sisters, whom she lost in the war, where they would spend the most wonderful times together.

Today, Seela's greatest fear is the sound of bombing, which brings back memories of the loss of her family. She fears losing her grandmother as well. Every time she hears the sound of explosions, she runs to hide in her grandmother's arms.

Despite everything she's been through, Seela is happy to be able to walk again thanks to her prosthetic limb, and she'll be back at school and playing her favorite game of hide-and-seek with her friends. She dreams of becoming a doctor in the future, helping injured children in Gaza, just as she received the care and support she so desperately needed.
