Description of footage: Footage of displaced people living in tents and makeshift shelters in displacement camps in Rafah. The conditions are harsh: it is very cold and there are not enough blankets or mattresses to keep people warm. People have to walk long distances to find wood and other items to burn. Food and water is limited and buying drinking water is expensive and beyond the means of many who have arrived with just the clothes on their back. There is no electricity so people have to go to the mosque or other charging points to charge their phones and torches, which become their only source of light at night.

Haitham Yasser is a cancer patient. He was at Al-Shifa hospital with a severe cold but was discharged. He is now living in a displacement camp in Rafah, alongside six family members. They depend on aid for survival.

Soundbite Haitham Yasser
“It is very cold. I am a cancer patient, and I have nothing but one blanket. 
I sleep on the ground, on sand, with a pillow. I don't have anything else. This is what I sleep on. At night, I feel like I'm dying from the cold. I was in the hospital two days ago.
Every two or three people share a blanket. We don't have a lot of blankets. We barely have four blankets in the whole tent. That's not enough. We don't have blankets.
We need mattresses, we need blankets, we want to keep warm, we only want to keep the children warm, nothing more than that. We need food for the children, to eat something good, better than eating bad food from the streets. We don’t know what we're eating from the streets. It's cheap food, we don’t know what we're eating.”
