More than 1.6 million people have been displaced in Gaza.
Hundreds of thousands of people are living without regular access to the basics
like food, water, and shelter.

Woman from Rafah, Gaza:
There is no bread at all.
There is no flour at all.

People are desperate and hungry.
Our war surgery teams are seeing increasing numbers of severely wounded patients admitted who are already malnourished.
This impacts their ability to recover from needed surgery.

Doctor Hamish Hay, ICRC, European Gaza Hospital:
The nutritional state is absolutely deplorable.
People with huge areas of burns
need high-calorie and high-protein diet
to rebuild the tissues that are trying to heal.

We have been assisting local hospital staff since last November,
and delivering essential supplies to patients including high protein BP5 packets, to support nutrition post-operation. (Reel version ends here)
Under international humanitarian law, the laws of war, all parties to the conflict must provide the basic necessities.
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
